Dr. Temple Grandin is credited with achieving great strides in designing livestock handling facilities in the U.S. and worldwide that promote animal welfare.  In North America, almost half of all cattle are handled in a center-track restrainer system she designed for meat plants. Her writings on the flight zone and other principles of grazing animal behavior have helped many people to reduce stress on their animals during handling. Dr. Grandin has authored over 300 articles in scientific journals and livestock periodicals on animal handling, welfare, and facility design and is the author of  “Thinking in Pictures”, “Livestock Handling and Transport”, “Genetics and the Behavior of Domestic Animals”, and “Humane Livestock Handling”. Her books "Animals in Translation" and "Animals Make Us Human" were both on the New York Times best seller list. She is especially respected for her work, as a person with autism, to foster a better understanding of autism and she is a tireless advocate for autism rights. An HBO movie depicting her life will air on February 6, 2010.
