OPEN TO ENROLLED LITCHFIELD COUNTY 4-H MEMBERS ONLY. Prizes will be
awarded in two divisions at each fair, Youth (up through age 15), and Adult (age 16
and over).

Local Contest: Exhibits may be entered at any fair that is a member of the Litchfield
County Council of Fairs. Contestants may enter their exhibit in as many fairs as they
wish until they win first prize. First prize winners at each fair in both the Youth and Adult
divisions will be awarded Blue Rosettes by the Litchfield County Council of Fairs. They
will then represent that fair in the County Contest. Local winners must contact the Sec-
retary of that fair for information about dinner reservations, time and place of the fall
meeting.

County Contest: First Prize winners from each fair in each division will be eligible to
enter their exhibit in the County Contest to be held at the Fall meeting of the Litchfield
County Council of Fairs, the last Wednesday of October. Entries must be in place by
6:30 p.m. to be judged. Any contestant with multiple entries in the County Contest will
be eligible to receive only one prize.

County Prizes: Rosettes and cash prizes will be awarded in each Division as follows:
$25 First Place, $20 Second Place, $15 Third Place, $10 Fourth Place, $5 Fifth, Ro-
sette Sixth through Ninth Places.

Contest Rules:

Entries may be no more than 18 inches long by 18 inches wide
(not including hanging materials). Entries must consist entirely
of recycled or repurposed materials in keeping with the “Green”
theme. Entries must be ready to hang.

Judging: Attractiveness 30%, Originality 20%, Workmanship 15%,
Suitability of Materials 35%, for a total of 100%.

The contest is based on the 4-H National Tractor Driving Contest, using their guide-

lines. The competition consists of:

1. Driving a tractor and trailer through a figure 8 and then backing it down an alley.
Then, the participant will go on to driving and backing up a tractor and 2-wheel
wagon. Placing is based on time and number of obstacles knocked over.

2. Identification of parts.

3. Quiz of 10 questions

The person with the best overall score wins.

a. Small animals and dogs
1. Rabbits, 2. Poultry, 3. Dogs, 4. Petting Zoo
b. General Livestock
1. Oxen, 2. Sheep, 3. Goats, 4. Horse, 5. Beef, 6. Swine
c. Dairy Cattle
The club receiving the highest score in the Herdsmanship contest, shall
be named as the overall winner. That club's name will be inscribed on
the Overall Herdsmanship Winners perpetual plaque.
Contest judging times: Between 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Saturday and
between 9:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. Sunday. Each department is respon-
sible for cleaning up their designated area at the end of the fair. Superin-
tendents are responsible for making sure it is done.
All manure and bedding must be placed in designated areas and not
piled up at the ends of the barns.
A coordinating committee consisting of the livestock VP, livestock supts.
and a director appointed by the Fair Association. This committee's duties
will be:
a. To inform judges of all rules.
b. To organize time slots for the judges.
c. To collect and tally scores.
d. To keep score cards and submit them to the leaders.
Parents, leaders and former 4-H members shall act in an advisory ca-
pacity only at the fair. Club members are encouraged to co-operate
with each other. Senior club members especially are expected to help
younger or less experienced members.
NOTE: All livestock exhibitors must display the current year's record
for their animal at the fair, either near the animal's name or in a group
display. JUDGE'S NOTE: Some department records may be gone due
to record judging.
The purposes of this contest are to:
a. Promote safety practices.
b. Maintain a more attractive livestock exhibit at the fair.
5. Awards for Herdsmanship Contest will be presented at the County
Awards Night program.
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SCORE CARD: (revised 2/02)

Each judge will submit a score card for each exhibit with a possible total score of 100
points. The total high score will win the contest. In case of a tie, one of the judges will
be selected before the fair - his score will be the tie breaker.

1. Safety (45 points)

a. Attendance of members (5)
- Mandatory attendance by two members when animals are present
(Judges: allow for absence of animals due to show schedules)
b. Animals properly tied, penned or caged (10)
- Quick release knots on all halters and lead ropes
- Cages and Stall doors properly secured
- Animals not tangled in ropes or leads
c. General Safety (10)
- Walk ways clear - no wheel barrels or tools protruding into walk
- Displays, plant hangers, fire buckets and other items should not
impede traffic flow
- Pitchforks, rakes, shovels, and brooms stored with point safely away
from people traffic
- Ropes, halters, and leads stored to prevent tripping
- Show boxes neatly positioned so as not to impede people flow
d. No Smoking Signs Displayed (10)
- Minimum of two signs - opposite ends of club area
- Signs prominently displayed - not blended into background
e. Fire Buckets (10)
- Minimum of 2 — at opposite ends of club area
- Buckets should be at least of a 2 gallon capacity and properly
labeled and displayed & filled with clean water
2. Management (35 points)

a. Cleanliness (5)
- Is traffic area clear of trash and debris
- Is manure removed from area frequently or allowed to accumulate
- Is manure collected and piled away from public access

b. Neatness (5)
- Overall visual appearance of club area
- Club area should reflect members pride in the club
- Halters, equipment, feed, bedding and other supplies should be
stored neatly and safely (see # 1c)

c. Bedding (5)

- Free of manure and urine
- Should be confined to designated area - not "escaping” into the walkway
d. Animal Care and Handling (10)
- Animal's feed and water clean if present
- Should be no empty buckets or pails in with the animals
- Animals are clean
- People handling animals work calmly and quietly - no undo fuss to excite ani-
mals
- Animals moved to and from shows with care and concern for public safety
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e. Courtesy to Public and fellow 4-H members (10)
- Are members friendly and polite to the public and fellow 4-H members
- No inappropriate language or actions
- Are members willing to talk about their club experiences, animals and the fair to
the
public
3. Attractiveness of Exhibit (10 points)

a. Arrangement of exhibit (5)
- Is exhibit educational

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PREMIER SHOWMANSHIP

Superintendent: Livestock Vice President

There are two divisions in this contest which tests the ability of 4-
H'ers to show their animal plus every other livestock species. The
junior champion showman in each livestock division competes for the
Junior Premier Showman award. The senior champion showman in
each livestock division competes for the Senior Premier Showman
award.

Any member who wins Premier Showmanship may not compete in
the same age division again (i.e., once a member has won Junior
Premier Showmanship, he/she may not compete again until eligible
for the Senior Premier Showmanship contest even if he/she is named
champion twice in the same class the reserve champion will repre-
sent that class in premier showmanship).

Both the Junior and Senior Contests will run at the same time. Along
with showing the different species, judges may ask the showman
questions about the species he/she is showing. Contestants can earn
from 1-10 pts. as they handle each animal. The highest total score
wins. Ties are broken by the number of 10's (a perfect score) the
contestant has (the contestant with the most 10's wins).

Refer to general rules and regulations.

Rules and Regulations:

1. Animals must be on the grounds by 8 a.m. on Saturday, but they may be brought
in on Friday evening. Your animals must be checked in at the Superinten-
dents booth before unloading. The Booth will be manned until 9 PM Friday
evening. Please bring health papers & record books when checking in. If
you are unable to come before 9 PM your 4-H Leader must contact a Superinten-
dent for alternate arrangements.

2. Breed Classes will begin at 9 a.m. on Saturday.

Showmanship will start at 9 a.m. on Sunday, Seniors show first.

3. All animals must be on verification forms for the current year (due to the 4-H office
on May 1%). To be eligible to show an animal, a member must have a 4-H record
on his/her animal from at least May 1*' as well. Animals can be shown as two
year olds and in cow classes only if the 4-H member owned or leased the
same animal as a calf or yearling.

4. The committee RESERVES THE RIGHT TO DISQUALIFY ANY ANIMAL IN
QUESTION. All records will be checked and 4-H records will be collected at
arrival. No member will be allowed to show without his or her 4-H record
book.

5. The Showmanship Contest is mandatory for all exhibitors, unless they have won
the premier showmanship contest. Juniors (ages 7-13 as of Jan 1st) who have
won the Premier Showmanship Contest are required to participate in the show-
manship classes if they are now Seniors (ages 14 and up as of January 1st).

6. Exhibitors must supply their own hay, grain, watering, feeding, and cleaning
equipment. Bedding will be provided.

7. Special events concerning this department: Eastern States Selection (Saturday
after breed classes), and Old Timer Showmanship (Sunday after showmanship
classes).

8. All entries must be vaccinated against Rabies. Refer to CT Fair & Show
Requirements for health regulations, listed in general rules & regulations.

9. Inoculation for shipping fever is strongly recommended and should be adminis-
tered 30 days in advance of the fair.

10. Health papers will be checked and 4-H Records will be checked upon arrival.

11. ***Entries for the Dairy Show will be based on Animal Verification Forms submit-
ted. This allows for printing of the Dairy Show Book, and the ordering of straw and
sawdust for the dairy barn.

12.  IMPORTANT: See cleanup under Herdsmanship Contest. No manure or bedding
is to be piled up at the ends of the dairy barn. This causes an unsightly situation
and detracts from the dairy exhibits. Put manure only where indicated.

13.  Show Uniform: White or khaki pants or skirt and an appropriate white shirt (no
tee shirts or tank tops). Members will be disqualified if they are wearing clothing
advertising a farm or breed, or any other clothing that the superintendent consid-
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ers inappropriate for the event. Appropriate and sturdy footwear is required. Mem-
bers may not appear barefoot or wearing extremely brief shorts. No cell phones are
to be worn in the show ring.

14. All exhibitors will conduct themselves as young ladies and gentlemen. Politeness
and good sportsmanship are mandatory. Adults will be expected to conduct them-
selves in such a manner as to set a good example for the exhibitors and other
spectators at the show. 4-H'ers are expected to manage their cattle projects, par-
ents and other adults are to act in an advisory capacity only at the fair.

15.  Any discussion of rules, show management, or other dairy department issues will
be handled by the show committee made up of the superintendents and one volun-
teer leader per club.

DAIRY CATTLE RECORD BOOK CONTEST:

This contest is held to encourage all members to keep up to date record books. Each
member must submit records for every animal they show at the fair (NO RE-
CORDS - NO SHOW!!). Records collected upon arrival at the fair. The record books
should follow the new record keeping guidelines. Records must be signed by your 4-H
leader. They will be judged on completion, accuracy, and attention to detail. Eastern
A.l. sponsors awards to first place in Novice, Junior, and Senior Divisions.

Any 4-H member wishing to participate in Eastern States must have a
qualifying score in both Showmanship and Obedience with the same dog.
Dogs with disabilities, such as but not limited to blindness, deafness, and
a permanent limp will be allowed to compete. If, during judging, the han-
dler wishes a disability to be taken into consideration for the dog’s general
well being a letter must be provided from a veterinarian stating the disabil-
ity and any permanent conditions that may be present.

Entries must be received by the superintendent by August 5, and have a
postmark no later than August 1.

All General Fair Rules and Regulations shall apply.

All exhibitors must enter a Fitting and Showmanship class.

Dress code is as follows: Green pants, skirts (up to 3 inches above knee),
skorts, coulottes, or jumpers, and plain white shirt.

Participants must provide all care for their dogs and supervise the exhibit
area. This includes crates, containers for food and water, and food for their
dogs.

Dogs must have proof of vaccinations including rabies, parvo and canine
cough, and current town dog license.

All dogs must be the 4-H’ers project. The exhibitor is completely responsi-
ble for their dog. The dog must be trained by the exhibitor and managed
since June 1, of the current year. Adults are not allowed to handle or
groom dogs while at a 4-H dog show. 4-H members MAY receive assis-
tance from another 4-H member at the show. If a member is not immedi-
ately available, assistance may come from an approved leader, instruc-
tor ,or judge.

In case of family projects (more than one child in a family sharing a dog in
a 4-Hclub), the dog and handler may be entered once in a class where he
or she qualifies competitively.

Dog club exhibits will be judged as part of the herdsmanship contest. Re-
fer to the “Herdsmanship Contest Rules and Regulations” elsewhere in
this book.

The show committee reserves the right to cancel, split, or combine classes
depending on the number of entries.
