GOALS:

Every New London County 4-H member turns in at least one ad or sponsor.
*2012 PRIZES*
*The top 5 4-H’ers turning in $100 or more by 7:30 p.m. on March 6th will receive 10% commission.

*Every 4-H club with each member selling at least one Flag Sponsorship by 7:30 p.m. on March 6th will receive 10% commission.

*The top 5 4-H’ers turning in $100 or more by 7:30 p.m. on April 3rd will receive 5% commission.
*Every 4-H club with each member selling at least one Flag Sponsorship in the campaign by 7:30 p.m. on April 3rd will receive 5% commission.

*If we meet the $3500 goal, the commissions listed above will increase to 15% and 10%!

*No other commissions will be paid.  Payments will be presented at the 4-H Expo Awards Ceremony.

*4-H’ers turning in $40 or more in ads & patrons may enter the 4-H Expo Horse Show 
  without paying class entry fees (4-H classes remain free for New London County 4-H’ers).

*4-H’ers turning in $40 or more of 4-H Expo Horse Show Sponsors by April 3rd will get a free day of showing. (Horse Show sponsors do not count toward commissions and top salesmen prizes.)

*All 4-H salespeople listed on a special page in the 4-H Fair Book!

Funds raised in this campaign pay for printing and mailing the 4-H Fair books, prizes, insurance, entertainment, and exhibitor premiums. If we sell enough ads, the premium can be raised! All 4-H’ers benefit.
The CAMPAIGN
· Campaign runs until  May 1st.  Forms will be available on-line after January 15th and distributed at the Feb 14th 4-H Fair meeting
· Ads, checks and money may be turned in at the Extension Center weekdays or at the March 6th,  April 3rd, and May 1st 4-H Fair meetings.
· 4-H’ers who sold ads last year have until Feb. 28th  to sell those same ads.  After February 28th, they are open to anyone.  Don’t be limited by the ads in last year’s book.  Lots of friends of 4-H, businesses, 4-H alumni and agricultural associations have never been contacted.

YOU – THE SALESPERSON

· Look neat and organized.  Be courteous.
· Do not go door-to-door. Travel with an adult.

· When going to a business, ask to see the manager.
· Go in person- no phone calls.
· Introduce yourself as a New London County 4-H member.  Explain a little about the 4-H Expo and the purpose of the ad campaign.
· Ask for their support in buying an ad or sponsorship listing.  Explain the categories and prices.

· Record all information accurately and neatly.
AD CONTRACTS
1. Fill in the name, address, e-mail and phone of the advertiser.
2. Circle the size of the ad.  The contract form is the same size as a 1/2 page.  The ad sizes and prices are: 1/2 page (landscape)

3. Attach the ad copy for each ad, not “repeat last year’s”.  If a business card is to be used, tape it to the top of the form.  Don’t staple through logos or printing. Ask if they would mind e-mailing to the 4-H office. The e-mail address is at the bottom of the form. We have to return payment if we don’t receive ad copy.
4. Have the advertiser sign the form.  
5. Fill in the date and sign your name as 4-H Salesperson.

6. Put a checkmark on the ad contract after the word “book” if the advertiser wants a Fair book.

7. Fill in the receipt.  Give the receipt portion to the advertiser and thank him.
8. Record each ad on the tally sheet: advertiser, type of ad, amount paid.  Total each column.  

9. Turn in tally sheet with contracts and payment. The Ad Campaign Superintendent will keep track of your commissions, if earned.
PATRON & SPONSOR LISTINGS
1. Patrons and Sponsors’ names are listed in the Fair Book under 4 categories. Ask your family, friends, and businesses. Sponsorships make us the most money! Indicate the category selected and give the receipt section to the patron or sponsor.

2. Record each patron or sponsor listing on the tally sheet.  Turn in a tally sheet each time you turn in patron/sponsor or ad forms and money.
